Terms & Conditions of Disposal & Guidelines for Bidders:
1. Bidders are required to quote the consolidated price for entire lot of items from item no.1 to 25. The dismantling of all items and carting the dismantled items out of UCO Bank’s premises will be borne by the bidder at his own cost.

2. Bidders are requested to inspect the installations, offered for disposal, at site before submitting their bid.

3. Installations can be inspected at site during 11 A.M. to 4 P.M. from 15.02.2010 to 03.03.2010 on all working days of the Bank except Saturdays, Sundays & Holidays.

4. Bidders are required to submit their bid with Earnest money of  Rs.33,000/- (Rupees Thirty three thousand only) by Demand Draft/ Pay Order, drawn in favour of “UCO Bank” and payable at Kolkata. Bids submitted without Earnest money in the prescribed mode, will be summarily rejected.

5. The successful bidder will be required to deposit the bid amount in full, accepted by the Bank, by cash to UCO Bank, Kolkata Main Branch or by Pay Order/Demand Draft drawn in favour of “UCO Bank” and payable at Kolkata within 15 (Fifteen) days from the date of issue of bid acceptance letter by the Bank, failing which the Earnest money deposited by the bidder will be forfeited by UCO Bank and no correspondence in this regard will be entertained by the Bank.

6. The Earnest money deposited by the successful bidder along with the tender will be adjusted with the bid price, accepted by the Bank.

7. After depositing the bid amount in full to UCO Bank by the prescribed mode, the successful bidder will be required to dismantle the entire lot of items within the scope, at his cost, and take the dismantled items out of Bank’s premises under proper challan of inventory of items, duly authorized by Bank’s officials, within 3 (Three) weeks from the date of issue of Bank’s letter, allowing the bidder to start dismantling and carting all the disposed items out of the premises.

8. Failure on the part of the successful bidder to dismantle and cart the disposed items out of the premises within the prescribed time limit, will attract demurrage @ 1% (One percent) of the accepted bid price per week of delay for a maximum period of 10 (Ten) weeks, after which the Bank reserves the right to forfeit the accepted bid amount in full or in part and dispose of the items to any other agency. In the event of delay on the part of the successful bidder to dismantle and cart out the entire lot of items, within the prescribed time limit, the items will be allowed to be taken out of the premises only after depositing the demurrage charges to UCO Bank in the manner specified in clause no.5 above.

9. The successful bidder may be required to carry out the process of dismantling and carting out the items within the scope of disposal, during night hours or on banking holidays, as per instruction of Bank’s officials, and without creating any disturbance to normal functioning of bank’s offices located in the premises. The equipments/items within the scope of  disposal & installed in upper floors of the building may be dismantled in parts, if necessary, and those are to be carried & taken out of the premises by using the stair case of the building or by adopting any other safe measure, without causing any damage to the building or the Bank’s property or injury to any person.

10. The successful bidder will dismantle the items/equipments and cart those out of the premises, within the scope of disposal, at his own risk & responsibility and no claim of the bidder towards damage of items/equipments or any injury of his working personnel will be entertained by the Bank.

11. The tenders should remain valid for a period of 90 (Ninety) days from the date of opening.

12. The tenders should be submitted in two parts in sealed covers. Sealed cover for Part-I of tender should contain the copy of notice for disposal with terms & conditions, duly signed by the bidder, as a token of acceptance of the terms & conditions and the Earnest money deposit. There should not be any indication of price in Part-I of tender. Part-II of the tender should be submitted in a separate sealed cover, containing only the offer of price for the items within the scope of disposal. Both the separate sealed covers containing Part-I & Part-II of tenders should be super scribed with “Part-I” or “Part-II” and “Tender for Disposal of Chilled water central Air-conditioning Plant installed in UCO Bank premises at 10, B.T.M. Sarani, Kolkata – 700 001” and the name of the tenderer.
